The former Cavalry Barracks, later known as the
Barracks of El Cid, was built in 1774 based on a design by
Pedro Pablo Camon vy Tramullas and Agustin de Ibanez.

After defeating Spanish troops in three battles known as
the “half-moon” (Tudela, Mallén and Alagon), on 15 June the
French army came to the gates of Zaragoza. This marked
the start of the Battle of Las Eras, in which the defence of
the Cavalry Barracks played a prominent role. After heavy
artillery preparation, the barracks were assaulted three
times by French troops - fierce hand-to-hand combat
took place in the different corridors and rooms. Finally,
the building was recaptured by the defenders of Zaragoza,
among whom Father Santiago Sas played a particularly
prominent role.
